
CHILDREN’S KNITTED BEANIE PATTERN

KNITTED IN THE ROUND
SUPPLIES:
•	 5mm needles, w. 40cm or 50cm cable.
•	 DK (8ply) yarn—can also knit with two held together or swap for 

a 10ply or 12ply yarn. Approx. 2-4 balls of yarn.

PATTERN:
Cast on 64 stitches, otherwise ensure to use multiples of 8. 
A point of reference being whether it would fit your own head.

Start the ribbing using K1P1, once you reach the end of your round add 
a stitch marker. Complete a total of 22 rounds of ribbing.

Once the ribbing is complete, knit in the round for another 22 rounds.

DECREASES: 
Round 1: K6, K2TOG until the end of the round.
Round 2: Knit the entire round.

With each repetition of the decrease, round 1 will decrease as follows:  
K5 K2TOG, K4 K2TOG, etc. Continue decreasing like this until you get to 
just a K2TOG round.

Cast off your beanie!

ABBREVIATIONS:
K - Knit stitch.
P - Purl stitch.
K2TOG - Knit 2 stitches together.

CHILDREN’S KNITTED BEANIE PATTERN 

KNITTED FLAT
SUPPLIES:
•	 5mm needles.
•	 DK (8ply) yarn—can also knit with two held together or swap for 

a 10ply or 12ply yarn. Approx. 2-4 balls of yarn.

PATTERN:
Cast on 64 stitches, otherwise ensure to use multiples of 8. 
A point of reference being whether it would fit your own head.

Start the ribbing using K1P1, once you reach the end of your round turn 
you work and continue. Complete a total of 22 rounds. Once the ribbing 
is complete, continue to knit in stockinette for another 22 rows.

DECREASES: 
Row 1: K6, K2TOG until the end of the row.
Row 2: Purl the entire row.

With each repetition of the decrease, row 1 will decrease as follows:  
K5 K2TOG, K4 K2TOG, etc. Continue decreasing like this until you get to 
just a K2TOG, then purl the final row.

Cast off your beanie, and sew together!

ABBREVIATIONS:
K - Knit stitch.
P - Purl stitch.
K2TOG - Knit 2 stitches together.
Stockinette - �Knit across the right side of your work,  

then purl on the wrong side.
