God the Father and his Son Jesus Christ are Who
keep us saved.

And | give them eternal life, and they shall
never perish; neither shall anyone snatch
them out of My hand. My Father, who has
given them to Me, is greater than all; and no
one is able to snatch them out of My
Father’s hand. (John 10:28-29)

Would you accept that fact that you deserve Hell since that
is God’s judgment? But, at the same time, God loves us in
such a way that He has given his Son to die on the cross in
our place. Jesus Christ paid for all of our sins so by simply
believing in Him, instead of our good works, we can be
saved. If you trust in Jesus Christ alone to obtain the gift of
salvation, God guarantees that you are eternally secure in
Him and you will be with Him forever in Heaven.
