FIRST READING: Hosea 5:15—6:6 
Because the people have trusted in military powers and not God, God decides to 
withdraw from the scene until Israel acknowledges its guilt and seeks God’s face. The 
response of the people does not acknowledge this guilt and is as fickle as fog or dew 
burned away quickly by the sun. God desires loyalty rather than words or meaningless 
deeds. 
 
   I will return again to my place 
  until they acknowledge their guilt and seek my face. 
  In their distress they will beg my favor: 
  “Come, let us return to the Lord, 
  for it is he who has torn, and he will heal us; 
  he has struck down, and he will bind us up. 
  After two days he will revive us;

And the woman was 
made well from that moment.  When Jesus came to the leader’s house and saw the 
flute players and the crowd making a commotion,  he said, “Go away, for the girl is 
not dead but sleeping.” And they laughed at him.  But when the crowd had been put 
outside, he went in and took her by the hand, and the girl got up.  And the report of 
this spread through all of that district.
