Newington Kids: 

Thanks to everyone who has 
prayed for, volunteered for, and 
supplied donations for our children’s ministry in 2024.  Thanks to our amazing teachers and nursery 
workers, to those who help with snacks and set-up and more.  You are part of something life-
changing and significant—helping kids learn about Jesus and grow in their faith.  We are so thankful 
that Newington values children as part of the church here-and-now, not just in the “future!” 

To recap: 

It takes 35 volunteers to run our regular Sunday and Wednesday children’s programs (Sunday 
School, KidzWorship, Deeper Kids, Nursery). 

It takes approximately 40 volunteers to run any special event program (Egg Hunt, VBS, Fall event, 
etc.) 

All in all, approximately 70 distinct volunteers helped with children’s ministry at Newington this 
year.  That’s amazing! 

We had around 120 kids at VBS and over 200 at both the egg hunt and candy caravan! 
We are bringing back our children’s Christmas program this year after taking a break since covid! 
We had a great year of “Kids’ Sundays” on the 5th Sunday weeks with children serving by greeting, 

taking up the offering, helping with announcements, and more. 
Our Wednesday night and Sunday morning programs have grown both in number and also spiritual 

benchmarks.  Ms. Heather keeps a running prayer list for kids who consider Newington their 
“church home” whether they attend once a month or every week and, over time, that list has 
grown to 36 kids.   

This past year, we’ve seen children pray to receive Jesus as their Savior and get baptized.  Our Deeper 
Kids group is studying the Gospels this year after spending last year on The Sermon on the Mount.  
Their memory focus is on John 3:16, The Lord’s Prayer, the New Testament Books, and The Apostle’s 
Creed.  Our KidzWorship lessons this year have taken us “Through the Bible.”  We’ll begin a new year-
long series in January on “The Heart of God,” which will focus on different attributes of God’s charac-
ter throughout Scripture.  The J.O.Y. Sunday School class (grades 2-5) finished a study on Mark re-
cently and is now learning about the Tabernacle, and The Sonbeams class (ages 4 through 1st grade) 
continues to learn each week about the Bible and how Jesus loves them! 

We can’t wait to partner together in 2025 to continue loving kids and teaching
