REFLECT 

• As a man of faith, Joseph probably had several questions for God. For one, as Joseph follows God’s 
instructions, he must uproot the family and travel the unexpected road to Egypt. Because Joseph 
was a righteous man obeying God, do you think Joseph was surprised that he and his family were 
faced with yet another journey on a dangerous road? Why or why not? 
 

 
 

• Throughout this narrative, God repeatedly gives direction to the Magi and to Joseph and Mary.  
When have you experienced God’s specific direction? In your current circumstances, how are 
you expecting God to provide direction? 

 
 
 

• How do you reconcile or process the fact that God has unexpected and sometimes difficult roads 
for His sons and daughters? How do you find hope and reassurance during these trials?
