Food Pantry 2024: Here are some spe-
cifics about our Food Pantry last year.

Wheeler Road Members gave 577
total items to our pantry in 2024.

We received 4,122 items that our
volunteers picked up and brought in
to keep the Pantry full for people.
Three ways Wheeler Road volunteers
picked up these items included get-
ting them from the MCFAN Ware-
house, from the Food Bank of East-
ern Michigan at MCFAN, and using
gift cards MCFAN provided for
fresh foods then bringing them

here to the building.

Outside businesses donated to our
pantry over the year also including:
Edison Fitness - 141 items

Postal Carriers collection - 921 items
Savant Company - 78 items

In 2024 our Food Pantry helped
about 93 households serving 219
total people in those households.
Total items given out to them all was
06,224 including 1141 of those that
we put together for the senior boxes.
Our Mobile Food Pantry served 142
families of 413 people with about
13,000# of food in February and in
October we had a Mobile Food Pan-
try here to help another group out.
