Our neglect of human need and suffering, and our indifference to injustice and cruelty, we 
confess to you. 
Have mercy on us, O God. 
 
Our false judgments, our uncharitable thoughts toward our neighbors, and our prejudice and 
contempt toward those who differ from us, we confess to you. 
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Have mercy on us, O God. 
 
Our waste and pollution of your creation, and our lack of concern for those who come after 
us, we confess to you. 
Have mercy on us, O God. 
 
Restore us, O God, and let your anger depart from us. 
Hear us, O God, for your mercy is great. 
 
IMPOSITION OF ASHES 
Almighty God, you have created us out of the dust of the earth. 
May these ashes be a sign of our mortality and penitence, reminding us 
that only by the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ are we given eternal life; 
through the same Jesus Christ, our Savior and Lord.

You are invited to come forward to receive ashes at the altar, guided by the ushers. The Pastor will place the 
sign of the cross in ashes on your forward and say: 

“Remember that you are dust, and to dust you shall return.”

Please 
ask if you would like a gluten-free option. 
  If you wish to be communed in your seat, please let one of the ushers/hospitality team know.
