Expectations 

Dress Code 

●​ Wear your sticharion (robe) when serving. 
●​ Underneath: clean, modest, dark-colored pants and shoes. 
●​ No bright sneakers, logos, hats, or jewelry. 

Arrival Time 

●​ Arrive at least 15 minutes before the service. 
●​ Vest quietly after receiving a blessing from the priest (or Bishop if present). 

How to Act 

●​ The altar is holy ground — move with reverence. 
●​ Speak only when necessary and quietly. 
●​ No joking, playing, or distracting others. 
●​ Stay prayerful and attentive.
